arguments, and refuse to sum up in their minds slight differences accumulated during many successive generations.Such are Dithyrambic and Nomic poetry, and also Tragedy and Comedy; but between them the difference is, that in the first two cases these means are all employed in combination, in the latter, now one means is employed, now another.Such, then, are the differences of the arts
with respect to the medium of imitation.The state of equilibrium before the stimulus may be called the "primary indifference-state"; that after the cessation of the stimulus, the "secondary indifference-state." We define the "engraphic effect" of a stimulus as the effect in making a difference between the primary and secondary indifference-states, and this difference itself we define as the "engram"
due to the stimulus.If, then, there is to be some standing difference between the person who can remember a certain fact and the person who cannot, that standing difference must be, not in anything mental, but in the brain.At first sight the difference does not seem great in either line of dealing with the difficult problem of limitations.And therein I think I can lay my finger upon the difference
between the seamen of yesterday, who are still with us, and the seamen of to-morrow, already entered upon the possession of their inheritance.It was not in his calmness that she read his comparative difference.
