It	is	important	to	understand	that
working	on	a	microwave	is	not	something	that	should	be	done	by	every	home	DIY	enthusiast.	In	fact,	if	youre	not	careful,	you	could	electrocute	yourself.	Even	if	you	turn	off	a	microwave	by	disconnecting	it,	unplugging	it,	turning	off	the	circuit	breaker,	and	anything	else	you	can	think	of,	there	may	still	be	energy	inside	of	it.	The	capacitors	in	your
microwave	hold	onto	power,	and	they	can	hold	enough	that	they	can	kill	you.	The	capacitors	can	be	discharged	but	you	have	to	know	what	you	are	doing	in	order	to	do	it	safely.	Otherwise,	you	may	actually	electrocute	yourself	while	trying	to	discharge	the	capacitor.	If	you	want	to	work	on	your	microwave,	you	can	disconnect	it	from	power	and	leave	it
unplugged	for	at	least	24	hours.	In	most	cases,	that	should	be	enough	to	dissipate	the	power	but	you	still	need	to	be	cautious	that	there	is	no	energy	stored	before	you	start	working.	In	addition,	if	youre	going	to	be	doing	any	work	on	the	magnetometer,	you	need	to	be	cautious	when	working	with	the	insulators.	If	you	dont	handle	the	insulators
properly,	you	could	release	poisons	that	would	kill	you	if	you	get	it	in	your	lungs.	Quite	honestly,	unless	you	really	know	what	you	are	doing,	you	should	not	do	anything	outside	of	the	most	basic	maintenance	on	your	microwave	oven.	If	you	start	taking	off	panels	and	working	on	the	circuitry,	you	could	be	in	for	some	trouble.	We	already	talked	about
the	possibility	of	resetting	the	microwave	but	there	may	be	some	other	issues	going	on.	Here	are	some	things	that	could	keep	it	from	working:	1.	Microwave	Door	Believe	it	or	not,	one	of	the	biggest	issues	that	keep	a	microwave	from	working	for	most	homeowners	is	that	the	door	is	not	shut	properly.	Try	opening	and	closing	the	door	and	check	to
make	sure	that	it	is	aligned	properly.	Microwave	doors	have	to	be	closed	in	order	for	a	microwave	to	work	according	to	the	safety	features	that	are	built-in.	If	the	microwave	door	is	out	of	line	or	even	if	you	just	dont	get	it	shut	properly,	it	is	not	going	to	work	for	you.	2.	Microwave	Door	Sensors	Although	the	microwave	door	itself	may	be	shut,	there
are	still	sensors	that	can	keep	it	from	working.	Those	sensors	detect	if	the	door	is	shut	or	not	and	if	they	are	worn	out	or	broken,	they	will	not	allow	the	microwave	to	start.	3.	Timer	The	kitchen	timer,	which	is	probably	one	of	the	most	often	used	functions	on	your	Hamilton	Beach	microwave	may	be	to	blame.	Perhaps	you	set	the	kitchen	timer	and	did
not	allow	it	to	run	the	whole	way	down	to	zero.	If	that	is	the	case,	it	could	be	reading	a	few	seconds	or	perhaps	even	zero	but	if	it	is	not	reset,	you	cannot	get	your	microwave	to	work.	To	reset	the	timer,	press	the	timer	switch	on	your	Hamilton	Beach	microwave	multiple	times.	It	will	set,	reset,	and	then	you	will	hear	a	long	beep	which	means	that	it	is
off.	4.	Magnetron	If	the	Megatron	is	faulty	or	burnt	out,	it	can	keep	your	microwave	from	working.	There	may	be	times	in	which	the	microwave	runs,	but	it	is	not	going	to	heat	your	food.	When	a	magnetron	is	going	bad	or	has	gone	bad,	you	will	probably	hear	a	lot	of	noise	coming	from	the	microwave.	It	could	be	a	humming	sound	that	did	not	exist
before	or	maybe	some	type	of	strange	vibration.	In	addition,	a	magnetron	will	often	give	off	a	burning	smell	that	indicates	it	is	overheating.	5.	Touchpad	Although	this	is	not	a	very	common	problem,	it	could	be	an	issue	that	at	times	occurs.	If	the	touchpad	is	not	functioning	properly,	then	you	will	not	hear	any	beeping	when	you	press	the	buttons	and	it
will	not	work	to	reset	the	microwave	or	set	the	time.	6.	Control	Board	If	you	are	having	a	problem	where	the	control	board	is	no	longer	working	or	if	it	is	on	its	way	out,	it	will	not	allow	the	microwave	to	work.	The	control	board	can	be	thought	of	as	being	like	the	computer	that	runs	the	entire	microwave,	so	if	there	are	any	problems,	then	you	will	not
be	able	to	cook	your	food.	7.	Thermal	Fuse	There	may	be	times	in	which	the	thermal	fuse	has	become	defective.	The	thermal	fuse	is	an	interior,	in-line	fuse	that	monitors	the	temperature	in	the	microwave.	If	the	temperature	gets	too	hot,	the	thermal	fuse	will	shut	off	the	microwave	to	prevent	damage.	When	the	thermal	fuse	is	going	bad,	it	will	not
allow	the	microwave	to	start	in	the	first	place.	You	can	remove	the	thermal	fuse	and	check	it	for	continuity	with	a	multimeter.	You	will	not	be	able	to	fix	the	thermal	fuse,	it	has	to	be	replaced.	8.	Thermalprotector	This	device	works	like	a	thermal	fuse,	but	it	is	more	like	a	circuit	breaker	than	a	fuse.	If	it	detects	high	temperatures,	it	will	trip	the	interior
circuit	breaker	and	prevent	overheating.	Sometimes,	the	thermal	protector	needs	to	be	reset.	These	are	just	a	few	of	the	reasons	why	your	Hamilton	Beach	microwave	is	no	longer	working.	There	may	be	other	issues	that	can	be	happening	behind	the	scenes	as	well,	including	some	of	the	following	specific	issues	that	we	will	discuss	below.	Hamilton
Beach	Microwave	Buttons/Keypad	Not	Working	One	of	the	issues	that	sometimes	happens	with	a	Hamilton	Beach	microwave	is	for	the	buttons	and	keypads	to	stop	working.	Is	this	a	difficult	issue	to	overcome?	A	bad	control	panel	is	one	of	the	more	common	reasons	why	microwave	buttons	may	stop	working.	If	your	Hamilton	Beach	microwave	buttons
are	no	longer	making	any	noise	or	changing	settings	when	you	are	pressing	them,	then	the	control	panel	may	need	to	be	replaced.	Unfortunately,	it	is	almost	impossible	to	test	a	control	panel	but	you	can	still	inspect	it	to	see	if	it	is	bad.	This	is	done	by	removing	the	control	panel	from	the	microwave	and	looking	for	any	burned	areas	in	the	circuitry	or
cracks.	It	is	vitally	important	that	you	disconnect	the	microwave	from	the	source	of	power	by	unplugging	it	or	turning	off	the	circuit	breaker	before	you	take	off	any	panels	inside	or	outside.	In	addition,	you	have	to	be	cautious	that	you	dont	come	in	contact	with	the	capacitors,	which	may	hold	a	lethal	amount	of	energy.	After	you	have	removed	the
control	panel,	you	can	replace	it	by	simply	plugging	the	new	one	in	place.	This	will	often	be	enough	to	fix	the	keypad	and	buttons.	There	are	also	times	when	it	may	be	the	keypad	itself	but	this	is	difficult	to	detect.	It	is	a	rare	occurrence,	but	if,	after	you	replace	the	circuit	board	the	buttons	are	still	not	working,	it	is	the	next	logical	place	to	check.
Hamilton	Beach	Microwave	Light	Not	Working	We	rely	on	the	light	in	our	Hamilton	Beach	microwave	to	help	us	see	the	food	that	is	cooking.	If	your	light	is	no	longer	working,	what	can	be	done?	Like	any	other	lightbulb	in	our	home,	it	is	possible	for	the	bulb	in	your	Hamilton	Beach	microwave	to	have	blown	out.	Typically,	this	is	easy	to	see	because
the	bulb	itself	will	take	on	a	black	appearance	after	it	is	burnt.	You	can	replace	the	bulb	by	getting	a	new	one.	The	bulb	in	your	microwave	is	a	specialty	type	of	light	bulb	that	tends	to	burn	very	hot.	This	can	sometimes	cause	it	to	burn	out	quickly,	but	it	may	also	be	a	user	error	that	is	causing	it	to	burn.	If,	after	replacing	a	lightbulb	in	a	Hamilton
Beach	microwave	you	notice	that	it	burns	out	quickly,	it	may	be	because	you	are	touching	the	bulb	with	your	fingers.	This	will	cause	a	bulb	to	overheat	and	will	significantly	lower	its	lifespan.	The	oil	in	your	fingers	will	put	a	slight	coating	on	the	glass	and	it	will	overheat	because	the	heat	will	not	escape	through	the	glass	as	readily.	It	may	seem	like	a
simplistic	thing,	but	when	you	do	replace	the	light	bulb,	use	a	paper	towel	or	cloth	to	touch	the	bulb	itself.	One	other	feature	that	could	go	bad	is	the	light	bulb	holder. If	your	Hamilton	Beach	microwave	clock	is	no	longer	working,	what	can	you	do	to	reset	it?	The	first	thing	to	do	when	the	microwave	clock	is	not	working	is	to	try	to	hard
reset	the	Hamilton	Beach	microwave.	This	is	done	by	disconnecting	the	power,	either	by	unplugging	the	microwave	or	by	turning	off	the	circuit	breaker.	After	waiting	a	few	minutes,	turn	the	power	back	on	and	then	reset	the	clock.	This	may	seem	like	a	simple	thing,	but	it	is	not	often	as	easy	as	it	sounds.	Since	we	dont	have	to	set	the	clock	in	our
Hamilton	Beach	microwave	very	often,	we	may	not	remember	all	of	the	steps	that	are	necessary	to	do	it. If	the	clock	is	flashing	zeros	or	if	it	needs	to	be	reset,	it	will	walk	you	through	the	process	step-by-step.	If	you	reset	your	microwave	and	the	clock
is	still	not	working,	it	may	be	that	the	kitchen	timer	is	on.	Of	course,	resetting	the	microwave	will	also	reset	the	timer	but	it	is	something	worth	considering.	Hamilton	Beach	Microwave	Turntable	Not	Spinning	When	the	turntable	spins	in	our	Hamilton	Beach	microwave,	it	helps	to	ensure	that	the	food	is	getting	evenly	cooked	throughout.	What	can
you	do	when	it	stops	spinning?	The	most	common	reason	why	a	microwave	turntable	is	not	spinning	is	due	to	the	turntable	slipping	off	track.	Its	a	relatively	easy	thing	to	fix,	as	you	simply	adjust	the	glass	plate	until	it	is	back	on	track	again.	Once	the	turntable	is	back	on	track,	it	will	spin	with	the	rest	of	the	unit	underneath	it.	Typically,	there	will	be
grooves	in	the	microwave	glass	turntable	to	help	guide	you	to	reinstalling	it	properly.	You	wont	actually	hear	it	snap	in	place	but	it	will	fall	into	place	and	lock	securely.	If	that	doesnt	work,	try	removing	the	glass	plate	from	the	microwave	and	running	the	microwave	without	it.	This	will	allow	you	to	determine	if	the	underside	is	actually	spinning.	It
could	be	that	gears	have	stripped	and	that	it	is	no	longer	spinning	as	a	result.	You	might	also	find	that	the	motor	that	turns	the	turntable	is	no	longer	running.	If	you	suspect	that	the	turntable	motor	is	the	problem,	you	should	proceed	with	caution.	Always	disconnect	the	microwave	from	power	before	you	do	any	work	on	it	and	be	cautious	when
working	on	a	microwave,	even	after	it	is	unplugged.	Carefully	remove	the	panel	so	that	you	can	access	the	motor.	You	can	then	remove	the	motor	and	try	to	spin	the	blade	for	the	turntable	manually.	If	it	is	not	spinning	properly,	then	you	may	have	to	replace	the	motor.	Motors	can	be	checked	for	continuity	and	you	may	be	able	to	test	the	motor	in
different	ways	to	see	if	it	is	working.	For	the	most	part,	if	a	motor	is	going	bad,	it	is	best	if	it	is	just	replaced	rather	than	trying	to	repair	it.	You	will	not	be	able	to	repair	the	motor	for	your	microwave.	In	addition,	there	may	be	times	when	the	microwave	is	so	old	that	it	is	not	going	to	be	worth	repairing.	You	will	have	to	make	this	determination,	but	it
