Place	a	cup	of	water	in	a	small	pot	on	the	burner	and	boil	for	5	minutes	on	low	flame.	Now	transfer	the	hot	water	into	the	dish.	Dip	the	jewelry	and	let	it	settle	in	hot	water	until	the	dirt,
grime,	and	tarnish	are	removed.	Silver	is	soft,	and	it	gets	scratched	easily.	When	dirt	and	grime	settle	on	the	silver	costume	jewelry,	it	gives	an	old	and	fading	look.	To	clear	it	up	and	make	it	sparkling	once	again,	you	need	to	purchase	a	silver	polish	solution	that	is	specially	formulated	to	remove	the	developed	tarnish	on	it.	You	can	get	it	from	a
jewelry	store	or	from	a	jewelry	department	that	can	suggest	to	you	the	way	to	use	it	and	maintain	the	delicate	piece.
