Shayban ibn Ahmad ibn Tulun succeeded his nephew as emir of the Tulunid dynasty. Zhu Quanzhong killed Emperor Zhao Zong, along with his family and many ministers, after seizing
control of the imperial government. Zhu placed Ai (Li Zhou) on the imperial throne as a puppet ruler of the Tang dynasty. The sacking of Thessalonica was carried out by a Muslim fleet. Having freed 4,000 Muslim prisoners and captured 60 ships, they carried off 22,000 men and women as slaves.[1] Arab-Byzantine War: The Byzantines under
Andronikos Doukas defeated the Muslim garrisons of Mopsuestia and Tarsus. Emperor Leo VI (the Wise) was forced to sign a peace treaty with Simeon I, ruler of the Bulgarian Empire. King Louis IV (the Child) invited Kurszéan, a Hungarian leader, but they were Kkilled in an ambush. In Portugal, Christians took control of Coimbra for almost a century.
The beginning of the Saeculum obscurum (‘Dark Age'), a period of 60 years in which the papacy was heavily influenced by the powerful Theophylacti family. Prince Hywel ap Cadell married Princess Elen of Dyfed, whose father King Llywarch ap Hyfaidd died. Rhodri ap Hyfaidd claimed the throne of Dyfed but was probably forced to flee from Hywel's
armies. Shayban ibn Ahmad ibn Tulun succeeded his nephew Harun ibn Khumarawayh as emir of the Tulunid dynasty. Zhu Quanzhong killed Emperor Zhao Zong and placed Ai (Li Zhou) on the imperial throne as a puppet ruler of the Tang dynasty. Zhu Quanzhong destroyed Chang'an, the capital of the Tang dynasty and the largest city in the ancient
world.The new capital marked a significant turning point in January 29, as Pope Sergius III ascended to the papacy, succeeding both Leo V and the deposed Antipope Christopher. Their fates would serve as a reminder of the precarious nature of power, with both being either murdered or exiled. The Pornocracy, which would last for 150 years, began to
take shape under Sergius' leadership, marking a shift in the balance of power within Rome. The Roman nobility, who had long dominated the city's affairs, continued their stranglehold on power, while the clergy was relegated to the sidelines. Sergius III formed an alliance with Theophylact I, count of Tusculum, who would become a key player in the
papal administration. In return for his support, Sergius rewarded him with a high-ranking position, effectively making him a puppet leader. As the years passed, Sergius' relationship with Theophylact became increasingly intertwined, their partnership shaping the fate of Rome and the Catholic Church. On other fronts, empires rose and fell, as various
leaders left their mark on history. On September 10, notable figures from across the globe left their mark on the annals of time. Guo Wei, emperor of Later Zhou, navigated the complexities of power and leadership during his reign. Zthelwold, bishop of Winchester, brought stability to his region, while Egill Skallagrimsson's exploits as a Viking warrior
and poet would be etched in the memories of those who lived through that era. The Tang dynasty continued its trajectory of growth and development, with Emperor Xianzong ensuring its prosperity. In contrast, other regions experienced turmoil and upheaval, such as Burma, where Pagan rose to prominence, and Southeast Asia, where the Mataram
Kingdom reached new heights. The Sahelian Kingdoms were first established in the 9th century, marking the beginning of a new era in West Africa. Meanwhile, Britain witnessed a significant influx of Viking settlers during the same period, with the Great Heathen Army leading the charge in East Anglia in 865. The Danes went on to subjugate various
kingdoms, including Northumbria and Mercia, before the Wessex kingdom emerged as a major power under the leadership of Alfred the Great. The Viking Age had a profound impact on Ireland, with extensive raids along the coast and the eventual establishment of permanent settlements like Dublin in 841. The Irish were particularly targeted by the
Vikings due to the richness of their monasteries. In Scotland, the Vikings also left a lasting legacy, contributing to the collapse of the Pictish kingdoms and paving the way for the rise of Kenneth MacAlpin as king. The following year, they suffered another heavy defeat at
Versinikia. Meanwhile, Arab naval raids continued to plague the shores of the Tyrrhenian and Adriatic seas during this period, with attacks also occurring on the Indian subcontinent. Charlemagne died in 814, while a peace agreement was signed between Bulgaria and the Byzantine Empire in 815. A significant cultural development occurred in 820
when Muhammad ibn Musa al-Khwarizmi wrote his treatise on Algebra The Compendious Book on Calculation by Completion and Balancing. In 824, Han Yu died, marking an important loss for Chinese literature. King Egbert of Wessex defeated Mercia at the Battle of Ellandun in 825, establishing the kingdom of Wessex as a dominant power in England.
In the same year, Borobudur was completed during the reign of Samaratungga, a peak period for the Sailendra dynasty in central Java. The Aghlabids established an emirate in Sicily and launched raids on Southern Italy from 827 to 902. The Ghana Empire was founded in 830. A major turning point came with the establishment of the House of Wisdom
in Baghdad by al-Ma'mun, which aimed to transfer ancient Greek knowledge to the Muslim world. Emperor Wenzong of the Tang dynasty conspired to kill powerful eunuchs but ultimately failed. In 839-842, Vlastimir defeated Presian. The Carolingian Empire reached its height in terms of territory and area during this period. The Treaty of Verdun in
843 led to the division of the empire among Louis the Pious' three sons: East Francia went to Louis the German, West Francia to Charles the Bald, and Middle Francia to Lothair I. The Viking raids on Iberia began in 844, while Buddhism was banned in China during this time. Emperor Xuanzong of Tang reigned from 846-859. A devastating attack by
Saracen Arab squadrons occurred in Rome in 846, leading to the construction of defensive walls around the Leonine City. The Norse settlers arrived in Iceland from 850-875. In the same period, the Muslim Berber dynasty Banu Isam was founded in Ceuta. The Arab merchant Sulaiman al-Tajir observed manufacturing and administration systems in
Guangzhou during his visit to China in 851. Prambanan was completed in 856 according to the Shivagrha inscription. Rakai Pikatan defeated Balaputra, marking an important victory for the Hindu kingdom of Mataram. The University of Al Karaouine was established as a madrasa in Fez, Morocco during this period. The 9th century saw a plethora of
significant events and developments across the globe, particularly in Europe, Asia, and Africa.
