Plant	in	a	pot	if	your	soil	isnt	suitable.Vegetable	Seedlings:Seedlings	of	broad	beans,	broccoli,	cauliflower,	lettuce	and	cabbage	can	go	into	the	garden	now.Peas:Were	big	fans	of	growing	peas	in	the	garden	because	theyre	easy	and	little
ones	love	to	eat	them	straight	from	the	vine.	These	days	there	are	so	many	pea	varieties,	from	sugar	snap	and	snow	peas	to	climbers	and	asparagus	peas. Tubers	should	be	left	to	dry	for	a	week	so	they	cure	properly	before	storing.Rocket:Pick	rocket	continuously,	especially	if	the	weather	stays	hot.	Harvest	both	leaves	and	flowers	to	avoid	plants	going	to	seed	and	encourage	plants
to	keep	producing	new	leaves.	Young	leaves	are	milder	and	tastier.Leeks:When	leeks	are	about	2-3cm	wide	theyre	ready	for	harvest.	You	can	leave	them	in	the	ground	but	if	flowers	start	to	appear,	dig	your	leeks	up.	Tomatoes:Vine-ripened	tomatoes	are	the	best	but	dont	leave	them	too	long	on	the	plant	or	theyll	turn	soft	and	lose	flavour	quickly.
Always	keep	your	tomatoes	in	a	cool,	dry	cupboard	after	picking,	not	the	fridge,	as	the	cold	kills	their	taste. As	well	as	providing
great	flavour	for	sauces	and	salads,	they	grow	pretty	pink	flowers	in	spring.	Sow	in	pots,	window	boxes	or	into	the	garden	in	a	sunny	position.Mustard:If	you	have	bare	areas	in	the	garden	during	winter,	sow	a	green	manure	crop	like	mustard	or	lupins.	This	should	be	cut	down	in	spring	while	soft	and	leafy	(not	woody)	so	it	can	be	easily	dug	into	the
ground,	adding	valuable	organic	matter	as	well	as	suppressing	weeds.Broad	beans:Broad	beans	are	an	easy	winter	crop. spacing	them	at	least	300	millimeters	apart	for	baby	crops	and	400	millimeters	for	the	main	crop	and	bigger	types.	Build	walkways	out	of	stones	in	the	middle	of	the	furrows.	Theyll	thrive	when	you	give	your	plants	more	of	what	they	need.	When	growing	potatoes,	its	essential	to	feed	them	every	three	to	four	weeks.	Planting	potatoes	in	garden	beds
and	fertilizing	them	with	strong	phosphorus	and	potassium	fertilizer	will	result	in	good	tuber	development	and	robust	plant	growth.	Tomato	seedlings	can	be	planted	from	late	October	through	January	in	warmer	locations	and	in	November	and	December	in	colder	ones.	Plants	should	not	be	planted	too	early,	particularly	in	colder	areas,	since	this	crop
needs	consistent	warmth	for	optimal	early	development. The	planting	season	for	potatoes	extends	from	June	to	March	in	warmer	climates.	Planting	potatoes	is	best	left	until	the	danger	of	frost	has	gone	in	milder	climates,
typically	late	October	through	February.	Knowing	local	weather	patterns,	you	can	plant	early	types	several	weeks	before	frosts	generally	stop	in	colder	places	since	the	soil	should	shelter	them	before	frost-tender	leaf	grows. If	the	tubers	underground	are	unharmed,	theyll	have	a	few	more	weeks	to	grow	tougher	skins	before	harvest.If	there	are	no	obvious	symptoms	of	deterioration	on	the	tubers,	you	should	be	able	to	eat	them	without	any	problems.	The	region	should	not	have	planted	potatoes	or	tomatoes	for	at	least	a	couple	of	years	after	the	first	outbreak.
Choosing	a	method	for	growing	tomatoes	is	the	first	order	of	business.	Its	not	always	obvious	whether	its	the	right	time	to	plant	seeds,	when	to	pick	out	a	seedling,	or	when	to	transplant.	Seeds	should	be	started	in	July	if	you	live	in	a	colder	environment.	You	can	start	planting	your	tomato	seedlings	in	mid	to	late	August	since	the	climate	remains	mild
for	a	longer	period. When	the	soil	temperature	has	increased	to	around	65	degrees	Fahrenheit	(19	degrees	Celsius),
and	the	plants	have	two	or	three	sets	of	genuine	leaves,	you	can	transplant	them	to	bigger	containers	or	the	garden.	Seedling	tomatoes	can	be	planted	for	an	early	start.	The	weather	will	be	warm	enough	for	them	to	develop,	often	around	September.	If	youre	wondering	how	to	plant	New	Zealand	spinach	seeds,	its	the	same	procedure.	Find	a	spot	in
which	you	will	be	able	to	soak	in	the	sun	all	day	long.
